WHY DO CATHOLICS OBSERVE LENT?  “The opening chapter of Baruch tells how on one occasion the Jewish exiles in 

Babyon “wept and fasted and prayed before the Lord, and collected such funds as each could furnish” (1:5-6).  That one 

sentence summarizes the common penitential disciplines of God‟s peoples since ancient times.  During the season of Lent 

especially, Catholics continue to express sorrow for their sins, and a desire to draw closer to God, through prayer, fasting, 

and almsgiving. (CCC 1434)  “The interior penance of the Christian can be expressed in many and various ways.  Scripture 

and the Fathers insist above all on three forms, fasting, prayer, and almsgiving, which express 

conversion in relation to oneself, to God, and to others.

All other Fridays of Lent are days 

of abstinence from meat. The law of abstinence binds all 

Catholics 14 years and older.  The law of fasting binds all 

Catholics from their 18th birthday until their 59th birthday 

(Canons 97 and 1252).
