 ― Almighty ever-living God, who, when Christ had been baptized in the River Jordan and as the Holy 

Spirit descended upon him, solemnly declared Him your beloved Son, grant that your children by adoption, reborn 

of water and the Holy Spirit, may always be well pleasing to you.  Through our Lord Jesus Christ, your Son, who 

lives and reigns with you in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever.  Amen.‖ 

 

Notice especially the statement that begins with ―may.‖  Can we whole-heartedly say that we desire this request be 

fulfilled in our lives?  Someone once said, ―Be careful what you pray for, you may receive it.‖
