Beginning Tuesday, January 24th, 2012, The Bible and the Virgin Mary, a scripture study from the St. Paul Center's Journey 
Through Scripture  parish-based Bible study program is being presented at FUS. 

       Journey Through Scripture is a dynamic, parish-based Bible study series incorporating live presentation, multimedia, 
small group discussion and some outside reading.  It’s a way for ordinary Catholics to grow in their knowledge of the Scrip-

tures and deepen their understanding of the riches of the Catholic faith. 

  

      The Holy Father regularly quotes St. Jerome's famous dictum that ignorance of Scripture is ignorance of Christ, then 

ignorance of scripture is also ignorance of Mary.  This is because "What the Catholic faith teaches about Mary is based on 
what it believes about Christ, and what it teaches about Mary illumines in turn its faith in Christ" (CCC 487) 

 
Following the interpretive pattern of the authors of Scripture and the Fathers of the Church, the 'Bible and the Virgin Mary'  

examines the role of Mary in salvation history.  Through typology we study her role as the New Eve, the Ark of the Cove-

nant, and the Queen Mother.  This study also examines Catholic doctrine with regard to the Blessed Virgin, answering com-
mon objectives along the way. 

 
The 'Bible and the Virgin Mary' will be offered on Tuesday evenings starting at 7:00pm in the International Lounge (J.C. 

Williams Student Center 2nd floor) at Franciscan University (1235 University Blvd ~ Steubenville, OH 43952).  The course 

will run for six weeks from January 24th, 2012 until Tuesday, February 28th,  2012.  The lessons run consecutively so please 
try and make the first evening to get your materials.    

 
The presenters will be several Master Theology students.  There is NO Course fee.  You can purchase the resource 

book by Dr. Hahn "Hail Holy Queen" which can be purchased directly from the University Bookstore on the main level of 
the J.C. Williams Student Center.
